Abstract: This article summarizes the findings of the Inter-
Orthodox Theological Conference of Rhodes in 1994 for the
position of women in the Orthodox Church and on the ordination
of women, which is a first attempt to highlight the question for the
life of the Church in the modern mainstream. Absent a request by
the impossibility of the ordination constitute a response against a
feminist challenge. Perhaps this confusion and uncertainty have
influenced the emergence of ecclesiological issue, the lack of
ecclesiological and theological evidence. Even today, although
stressing the equality of women in the Church, it excludes women
from the basic hierarchical structures.
